« Often termed the ‘Paris’ of South America, Buenos Aires is one of the continent’s most glamorous
cities. The main sites are in a relatively compact area near the old colonial heart of the city, the
Plaza de Mayo, established in 1580, including the Pink House, the Colon Theater, the Government
Palace, the world’s widest avenue - ‘la 9 de Julio’ - with its ‘Obelisco’ monument. Also nearby is La
Boca, the city’s historical Little Italy, where El Caminito, a historical pedestrian zone is located

Old Palermo further divided into
Palermo Soho and Palermo Hollywood, and Las Canitas,
which is just to the side of the city’s world-famous polo field

« Spend time shopping in the trendy Palermo Hollywood area
